DOC also employs three Native American Religious Program Specialists who only minister to their own faith members and are not included in the above figures.

DOC contracts with some part-time minority faith clergy to only minister to their own faith members, but some of those contracts are not being renewed due to separate issues involving prohibition of AG representation of contractors in defense against inmate lawsuits, increased insurance requirements and increased training requirements.

DOC utilizes religious volunteers to minister to their faith members, but they are difficult to recruit for facilities located in remote areas and particularly so for minority faiths.

Contractors and volunteers cannot legally function as state actors in the performance of chaplaincy duties.
